A very vibrant community, it has twenty different voluntary bodies all working together creating a caring environment with health, well-being, and quality lifestyle to the fore. 
Following a major setback in 2005 with the closure of Kantoher Co-op and the loss of over 350 jobs Kantoher Development Group was set up and, with the help of numerous state bodies and local input, there are now 14 new companies based at Kantoher Enterprise Park employing over 200 people. The old Ashford Tavern has been refurbished and Killeedy Eco Park, a 13-acre outdoor facility that includes an Integrated Constructed wetland, was opened in 2020.”
