• Haul Road construction will continue.
• Foul sewer diversion works will commence.
• The Riverbank Walkway remains closed.
Area B3 – Courthouse/Civic Building Site
• Permanent fencing will be installed in this section.
• Archaeological testing is scheduled to begin in the coming weeks.
• The Riverwalk remains closed; please follow the diversions from Merchants Quay to Nicholas Street.
